A postal code s a coding system used to locate a specific postal
address anywhere in the world, and helps facilitate the delivery
and delivery process for correspondence, parcels, and mail sent
and received
The postal code was implemented in Palestine in 2020, where
the Pale Ministry of C and
Technology completed the postal coding project and launched
a special website that helps citizens know the postal codes of
their areas and establishments.
The postal code for Palestine consists of the letter P and seven
digits, where the first digit indicates the governorate, the second
digit to the Greater Postal Area and the third to the Minor Postal
Area, and the last four digits refer to the establishment or
building, and the postal code is currently used in all northern
and southern governorates of Pallestine, and the Council of
Ministers Resolution No. (18/115/02 MW./MA) of 2021 was
issued to activate postal addressing and coding in Palestine, and
the Ministry of C and I
issued instructions for the use of the postal code and published
in the Official Gazette.
The postal code in Pallestine is also an important tool in digital
as it helps to locations

and e<commerce. It also helps to improve the efficiency of postal
services and improve trade relations and communication
between different entities, and is an infrastructure for further
research and investments in remote control, network building
and public planning.

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Natural reservesiin|Palestine’- Wadi'Qilt'Reserve

Nature Reserve means a life reserve or conservation

area in a country that is an area of interest to the flora,
animal organisms, geological features or other
special interests that are reserved, managed and
preserved.

Wadi AI-Qilt Reserve is a Roman nature reserve
located in the lowest spot on earth with an area of
more than 28 square kilometers and forms a colorful
palette with greenery and beauty, where spring
flowers, red anemones, medicinal wild herbs and
more than 30 species of animals and high rock walls
extend for 45 kilometers between Jerusalem and
Jericho to form a natural slope between the
neighboring plateaus, and by walking with the
eastern mountains of Ramallah and occupied
Jerusalem, the eyes of water overlook to pour into
Wadi ARQilt Which is considered one of the most
beautiful walking trails in Palestine, as Wadi Al-Qilt
Reserve is one of the picturesque nature reserves.
Wadi Al-Qilt, in which the reserve is located, is
classified in Area (C) according to the Oslo Accords, so
the occupation control prevents any restoration or
rehabilitation work in many sections of the valley,
whether from environmental or private parties, in
addition to the fact that the occupation destroys
archaeological sites or attributes them to itself in an
attempt not to find any historical link to Palestine.
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The Nakba, the Catastrophe that was inflicted upon the Palestinian
people in 1948
On the fifteenth of May of each year, the Palestinian people commemorate
the Nakba, one of the largest crimes in contemporary history, as the
Zionist militiasand forces uprooted more than 950,000 Palestinians,
estimated at 65% of the Palestinian people in Palestine in1948. They are
now in refugee camps in Palestine and neighboring countries. These
brutal vomes have destroyed more than 630 Palestinian villages and

The roots of the Palestinian Nakba are embodied in theBritish govern-
ment's Balfour Declaration in 1917 that was adopted by the British
Mandate over Palestine. The Declaration unjustly granted the land of the
mple of Palestine to be a national home for the Jewish people. The
Mandate has thus planned and executed a full-fledged crime and
1.c-|.m-d and provided all that is needed for the Zionist militias to take
control of the land.
Palestinian refugees live in 59 camps inside Palestine and in Lebanon,
Syria, and Jordan. The number of Palestinian refugees registered inside
and outside the camps and according to UNRWA statistics totaled 6.6
million Palestinian refugees in 2022. The United Nations Relief and Works
Agency for Palestinian Refugees (UNRWA), which was established by a
resolution of the United Nations General Assembly,provides health and
education services to Palestinian refugees inside the camps in Palestine
and the Diaspora countries.
On 11 December 1948, Resolution No. 194 of the United Nations General
Assembly was passed, affirming the right of Palestinian refugees to
return to Palestine and to be granted compensation. However, the newly
established state of Israel did not allow their return, despite the fact that
Israel's approval of the implementation of Resolution 134 and Partition
Resolution 181 were a condition for the United Nations recognition of
Israel in 1948,

Shireen Abu Akleh s a Palestinian prominent journalist. She was
born in Jerusalem on 3 April 1971, She attended the Rosary Sisters
high school in Jerusalem. In 1991, she graduated with a bachelor's
degree in print journalism from Yarmouk University in Jordan.

Over the course of her career, she worked as a journalist for the
UNRWA, Voice of Palestine Radio, Amman Satellite Channel, Miftah
institution and Monte Carlo Radio. In 1997, she began working as a
reporter for the Al-Jazeera media network and appeared in the fleld

identified and supported axes with witnesses and story heroes to
enhance their credibility and make them inherent to the truth. She
sided with truth and human beings .Despite the dangers of the
Journalism profession, she preferred it over others, and also wanted
10 be close to people.

In 2008, she was the first Arab journalist to be allowed into Ashkelon
prison, whereas she conducted interviews with Palestinian prison-
ers who were sentenced for long periods. She was known for her
bravery in revealing the truth in a professional manner.
She was shot dead by the Israeli occupation army on Wednesday
morning 11/6/2022 while reporting an Israeli raid in Jenin camp.
