Preface

Consistent with the mandate of PCBS to develop and update statistical reports, the
Performance of the Palestinian Economy report for 2019 has been prepared to provide a tool
for researchers and economic policymakers to draw a picture of economic reality by using a
number of macroeconomic indicators such as: GDP, labor market, prices, balance of
payments, international investment position, external debt position, public finance, public
debt and banking sector).

PCBS hopes that the findings of this report will provide a comprehensive perception of the
characteristics and performance of the Palestinian economy, and help analysts and decision
makers in the analysis and planning of the Palestinian economy in the future.

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Summary of Performance of the Palestinian Economy

A stability in the GDP growth in
Palestine in 2019 reached 0.9%
compared to 1.2% in 2018, despite the
financial, economic and political crisis
that happened in Palestine during the
year 2019, that witnessed the Israeli
occupation deducting part of the taxes
revenues from clearance revenues for more
than 6 consecutive months. This stability
was due to a slight increase in the West
Bank by 1% during 2019. The GDP in
Gaza Strip witnessed a stability during the
same period. The share of Gaza Strip of
GDP reached 18% in 2019 compared to
38% in 1994. It was also directly reflected
on the GDP per capita for Gaza Strip,
where GDP per capita in the West Bank in
2019 became more than three times of
GDP per capita in Gaza Strip.

On the level of economic activities, the
value added of services and other
branches activities in Palestine during
the year 2019 witnessed an increase of
2.7%, an increase of 0.8% for wholesale
and retail trade activities. In the West
Bank, services and other branches
activities witnessed an increase of 2.6%,
and industry activities recorded a growth
of 1.6%, and increase by 1.5% for
agriculture activities and increase by 1.2%
for wholesale and retail trade activities. In
Gaza  Strip,  construction  activities
witnessed an increase by 6%, the
transportation and storage activities
increased by 5.2% and the services and
other branches activities recorded an
increase of 2.9% compared to 2018.

During the year 2019, the labor market
indicators showed that labor force
increased by 2.8% reaching 1,290.3
thousand individual, while participation
rate in labor force increased to 44.8%.
This was accompanied with an increase in
the number of employed individuals by
3.5% and the revised unemployment rate

decreased in Palestine to 26.3% in 2019
compared to 26.8% in 2018.

During 2019, the nominal average daily
wage in Palestine increased by 2.9% to
NIS 122.2, while real average daily wage
increased by 1.3% during the same
period. While, the average value added
per employed individual in Palestine
declined by 1.8% in 2019 compared with
2018 reaching USD 16.3 thousand.

An increase in current deficit value of
the Palestinian government by 27%
during 2019 compared to 2018. This
mainly resulted mainly from the
increase in the wvalue of current
expenditures and net lending by 5%.
The deficit amounted to USD 912 million
in 2019 compared to USD 721 million in
2018. The year 2019 witnessed a growing
in the total net public revenues by 0.8%
compared to 2018. As a result of the rise
in clearance revenues by 7% compared to
2018, despite the interruption of those
revenues that lasted for more than 6
consecutive months, which was considered
as the largest contributor to the total net
public revenues by 70% amounting to
USD 2,422 million, in addition to its
contribution in covering the current
expenditures and net lending by 55% in
2019, as well as contributing to GDP by
14%. Such figures highlight the Israeli
control of a large proportion of the
Palestinian government revenues, where
the increase in the deficit was accompanied
by a decrease in external support to
government budget by 4%, as the external
support amounted to USD 496 million in
2019 after it was USD 516 million in 2018.

An increase in the surplus value of the
current transfers decreased the value of
current account deficit in Palestine by
14% during 2019, despite of the increase
of trade balance deficit value. The net
trade balance for Palestine is considered as
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the main component in the Palestinian net
current account. The year 2019 witnessed
an increase in the deficit value of trade
balance by 1%, due to the increase of the
imports value from abroad by 1%, despite
of the rise in the Palestinian exports value
by 2%. The value of imports from abroad
iIs more than 3 times of the Palestinian
exports value of goods and services, which
reflects the trade gap in trade balance. The
surplus value of current transfers increased
by 34% compared to 2018, amounting to
USD 2,009 million after it was USD 1,499
million in 2018.

The stock value of the foreign direct
investment in Palestine is more than the
stock value of the direct investment
abroad for Palestinians, at the end of
2019 the stock of the foreign direct
investment value in Palestine amounted to
USD 2,777 million, whereas the stock
value of the direct investment abroad for
Palestinians was USD 318 million.

An increase in the total public debt of
Palestine by 18% at the end of 2019,
amounting to USD 2,795 million after it
was USD 2,370 million at the end of
2018. Total public debt constituted
approximately 16% of the gross domestic
product in 2019, whereas it was 15% in
2018.

The total value of deposits increased by
10% in 2019, amounting to USD 13,385
million. Resident individual deposits
constituted 71% of total deposits. The data
of the banking sector indicates an increase
of the total credit facilities provided by the
banking sector in 2019 by 7% to reach
USD 9,039 million.

An increase in consumer price index in
Palestine by 1.58% during 2019,
amounting to 101.58 compared to 100.0
in 2018 (base year 2018). An increase in
the consumer price index during 2019 was
mainly attributed to the increase prices of
some commodities within major groups

with the highest relative weight, such as
prices of food and non-alcoholic beverages
group and personal care, social protection
and miscellaneous goods and services.

Note: The data for gross domestic product, labor
force, balance of payments excluded those parts of
Jerusalem  which  were annexed by Israeli
occupation in 1967.

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1.1 Gross Domestic Product (GDP) at Constant Prices*

Preliminary estimates indicated a stability in the growth rate in GDP for Palestine in
2019 reaching 0.9% compared to 2018, which indicated an increase by 1.2%, in spite of
the financial, economic and political crisis happened in Palestine during the year 2019,
that befell the economy that witnessed a withholding of clearance revenues by Israeli
occupation, as a result of paying salaries for the families of the detainees, martyrs, and injured
by the Palestinian government, where, in return, the Palestinian government refused to
receive incomplete clearance revenues for more than 6 consecutive months, the Israeli
occupation collects those revenues on behalf of the Palestinian government according to the
Paris Economic Protocol; all that led to liquidity problems and accumulation of government's
arrears for the public sector employees, private sector suppliers and negative effects on the
government investment expenditure, as well as the sharp decline of external grants and aids,
especially the suspension of American aid for government, civil organizations and institutes
(UNRWA and USAID). Hence, GDP per capita declined by 1.6% compared to 2018 due to
the natural population growth with a pace higher than the growth in GDP.

As a result of this variation in GDP percentage change, the contribution of Gaza Strip to
GDP recorded a stability reaching 17.9% in 2019 compared to previous year. It
remained much lower than it was in 1994, where it reached 37.6%. This decline is due to the
continuous restrictions imposed on the movement of goods and people, the prevention of the
sector from exporting, especially for agricultural goods with a high competitive advantage,
and the suffocating siege on Gaza Strip, in addition to the frequent wars on the sector that
weakened the productive and investment base and paralyzed its movement. (See figure
below).

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1.1.1 Final Consumption Expenditure

The value of final consumption expenditure is the larger component of GDP in the
Palestinian economy, which constitutes 109.4% of the value of GDP in Palestine. It
recorded an increase of 2.1% in 2019 compared to 2018, amounting to USD 17,250.7 million.
The household expenditure is considered the largest contributor in the value of gross final
consumption expenditure representing 79%, which led to an increase in 2019 resulting in a
rise in the value of gross final consumption expenditure.

1.1.2 Gross Capital Formation (Investment)

The value of the gross capital formation (investment) is a main component of GDP in the
Palestinian economy, which represents 26.6% of GDP in Palestine. It decreased by 1.4%
in 2019 compared to previous year, amounting to USD 4,198.7 million, the investment in
building constitutes 60.7% of the gross investment, due to a decrease of external grants
directed to development expenditures, especially from the United States Agency for
International Development (USAID), while the gross investment declined.

1.1.3 Savings

The value of the savings in Palestine decreased by 3.8% in 2019 compared to 2018
amounting to USD 2,615.9 million. This decrease is due to the increase in the value of final
consumption expenditure, which is more than the value of increase of gross national
disposable income (GNDI), where savings is considered the residual part of the gross national
disposable income after subtracting the value of final consumption expenditure. As the value
of savings in the West Bank decreased by 10.2% it increased significantly in Gaza Strip by
109.9%. (See Table 1).

1.1.4 GDP Per Capita

GDP per capita in Palestine declined in 2019, compared to 2018, amounting to USD
3,364.5, it decreased in the West Bank by 1.1% amounting to USD 4,802.5, whereas it
declined by 2.8% in Gaza Strip reaching USD 1,416.8 during 2019. This leads to decreasing
the gap between them, where the GDP per capita in Gaza Strip represented 29.5% of the GDP
per capita in the West Bank in 2019, and remained lower than its rate in 1994, when it was

96.5%. (See figure follow).

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The activities of services and other branches ranked first in the Palestinian economy in
terms of the value added; thus, the Palestinian economy is considered a service economy.
This activity recorded an increase of 2.7% in Palestine during the year 2019 compared to the
year 2018: and an increase in the West Bank by 2.6%, and an increase of 2.9% in Gaza Strip.
As for its contribution to the GDP, the contribution of these activities in Palestine reached
33.5%. Due to the variation in the percentage change in the value added of these activities
between the West Bank and Gaza Strip, its contribution in the West Bank constituted 30.5%,
recording a slight increase compared to the year 2018. It also increased in Gaza Strip to
46.8%.

Industrial activity is considered one of the main productive activities in the Palestinian
economy, as it is a mainstay of the economic development in any country, and it
provides a portion of the goods that are used in production processes to provide goods
for final consumption, in addition to its contribution to the Palestinian exports.
Industrial activity in Palestine faces great challenges. The most important of which is the
Israeli occupation controlling the entry of raw materials used in the Palestinian industry, as it
witnessed a slight decrease in its value added during the year 2019 by 0.2% compared to the
previous year. In contrast, it recorded an increase of 1.6% in the West Bank, while it recorded
a significant decline of 12.2% in Gaza Strip. The variation in the percentage change between
the West Bank and Gaza Strip led to a change in the percentage contribution to the gross
domestic product, where the percentage in the West Bank increased to 14.0%, while it
decreased in Gaza Strip to 8.4% during the year 2019.

The agricultural activity is an important activity in the Palestinian economy and
contributes to the gross domestic product, as it contributes to covering a part of the final
food consumption, in addition to its contribution to providing commodities and raw materials
that are used as inputs in many manufacturing industries. The agricultural activity in Palestine
is characterized by its dependency mainly on rain and its limited reliance on modern
agricultural methods, where its value added recorded a stability during the year 2019
compared to the year 2018. In contrast, it recorded an increase of 1.5% in the West Bank,
while it recorded a decline of 3.3% in Gaza strip. The variation in the percentages of value
added change by region was reflected in the contribution to GDP, as the percentage
contribution stabilized in the West Bank reached to 5.9%, while it decreased in Gaza Strip to
11.5% during the year 2019.
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As for construction activities, which constitute an essential component of the gross fixed
capital formation, that is included in the calculation of GDP; therefore, represent a main
dimension in the study of the structure and development of the Palestinian economy,
construction activity, like other economic activities, has gone through great fluctuations.
The value added for this activity recorded a decrease of 2.5% during the year 2019 compared
to the previous year, and a decrease of 4.3% in the West Bank. On the other hand, it recorded
an increase of 6.0% in Gaza Strip. The differences in the percentages change by region led to
the variation of the percentage contribution in the GDP. The percentage in the West Bank
decreased to 5.6%, while it increased to 6.3% in Gaza Strip during the year 2019
(see Table 2).

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The structure of the economic activities differed between the West Bank and Gaza Strip
during 2019, but the services and other branches activities remained the largest
contributor to the GDP in both regions. Its contribution stood at 46.8% of GDP in Gaza
Strip, while it constituted 30.5% of the GDP in the West Bank. The wholesale and retail trade
activities ranked second, contributing 21.9% of the GDP in West Bank compared to 19.3% in
Gaza Strip. (See figure below).

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1.2 Labor Market?

Labor is the most important production factor in the Palestinian economy, especially in the
face of limited natural resources and Israeli control over land, water and mobility of people,
goods and capital. Table (3) shows the main labor market indicators in the years 2015-20109.

1.2.1 Labor Force Size

The size of labor force increased by 2.8% in 2019 compared to 2018, reaching 1,290.3
thousand individual, and the labor force participation rate increased to 44.8%
compared to 44.2% during 2018. The labor force participation rate varied between the
West Bank and Gaza Strip, it was 47.4% in the West Bank in 2019, compared to 40.9% in
Gaza Strip. Those figures show some improvement in the West Bank and Gaza Strip. This is

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due to the fact that the increasing rate in size of the labor force in West Bank and Gaza Strip
during 2019 was higher than the increasing rate in the total manpower.

The size of the labor force in Palestine increased during 2019 by 2.8% compared to
2018. The number of employed individuals increased by 3.5%, where the number of
employed individuals in Palestine reached 950.9 thousand employed individual during the
year 2019 compared to 918.8 thousand employed individual in 2018.

1.2.2 Revised Unemployment Rate

In Gaza Strip the size of the labor force increased by 6.6% compared to 2018, and the
number of employed individuals increased by 2.8%, since the increase in the number of
unemployed individuals was more than the rise of size of the labor force, this led to increasing
the revised unemployment rate to 45.1% during 2019 compared to 43.1% in 2018. Whereas
in the West Bank the decrease in the number of unemployed individuals and increase the size
of the labor force, this led to decreasing the revised unemployment rate to 15.3% during 2019
compared to 17.7% in 2018.

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1.2.3 Number of Employed Individuals by Economic Activity

Economic activities witnessed an increase in the number of employed Individuals in
Palestine in 2019, except for industry, construction, transportation and storage,
information and communications activities. Wholesale and retail trade activities recorded
the highest increase in the number of employed Individuals, where it increased by 6.0%,
followed by services and other?® branches activities 5.0%, then agriculture 3.3%. On the other
hand, the number of employed Individuals in information and communications activities
decreased by 7.8%, industry, and construction by 2.1%, and transportation and storage by
1.6%.

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The percentage change in the number of employed individuals in economic activities
differed between the West Bank and Gaza Strip during the year 2019 compared to 2018.
In the West Bank, the economic activities recorded an increase in the number of employed
individuals except for the information and communications, industry, construction,
transportation and storage activities. In the West Bank the agriculture activities recorded the
highest increase with 10.2% in the number of employed individuals, followed by wholesale
and retail trade activities with 6.5%, then services and other branches activities by 5.8%.
Conversely, the information and communications activities recorded a decrease by 18.9%,
industry activities by 3.6%, and transportation and storage activities with 3.2%, and
construction activities by 2.0%. Whereas in Gaza Strip most of the economic activities
recorded an increase in the number of employed individuals, the information and
communications recorded the highest increase by 20.7% followed by industry activities 6.6%,
wholesale and retail trade activities by 4.9% then services and other branches activities 3.8%.
On the other hand, the agriculture activities recorded a decrease by 14.5%, and construction
activities by 3.4%. (See table 4).

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Despite the disparity in percentage change in the number of employed individuals in
various economic activities during 2019, the percentage distribution of employed
individuals in these activities remained similar to those of 2018. Employed individuals in
Palestine were largely concentrated in services and other branches activities, comprising
collectively 43.8% during the year 2019. This is followed by the employed individuals in
wholesale and retail trade activities, marking 21.1%. The figures varied significantly between
the West Bank and Gaza Strip. In Gaza Strip, employed individuals in the service and other
branches represented 57.5% compared to 37.5% in the West Bank, whereas in wholesale and
retail trade activities it reached 21.8% in the West Bank compared to 19.7% in Gaza Strip.

1.2.4 Wages for Employed Individuals from Palestine

The average nominal and real daily wage for wage employed Individuals from Palestine
increased during 2019 compared to 2018, where the average nominal daily wage grew by
2.9% reaching NIS 122.2, while average real daily wage increased by 1.3% reaching NIS
120.3 in the same period, due to the increase in prices, the average nominal and real daily
wage in the West Bank was higher than in Gaza Strip. Indeed, the average nominal daily
wage in the West Bank stood at NIS 145.8 compared to NIS 61.4 in Gaza Strip. As for the
average real daily wage, it was NIS 143.2 in the West Bank and NIS 61.2 in Gaza Strip. (See
figure below).

1.2.5 Wages for Employed Individuals in Palestine

The average real daily wage for wage employed Individuals in Palestine in construction
activities increased by 1.2%, compared to 2018, reaching NIS 106.7, this is the highest in
economic activities, followed by average real daily wage for wage employed Individuals in
services and other branches activities which increased to NIS 102.6. The average real daily
wage for wage employed Individuals varied between the West Bank and Gaza Strip in 2019,
it reached for construction activities NIS 115.0 in the West Bank compared to NIS 40.8 in
Gaza Strip, and for services and other branches NIS 114.4 in the West Bank compared to
NIS 83.5 in Gaza Strip. (See table 5).

1.2.6 Average Value Added per Employed Individual

Average value added per employed individual is an important indicator to measure the
efficiency and effectiveness of work in achieving a specific level of production process
outputs, and the extent of the exploitation of the technological component in the production
process. Many factors affect the level of average value added per employed individual,
including the quality of the inputs of production, technology, education, training, plus the
work environment represented in the laws and regulations of the labor market and other
domains.

Average value added per employed individual in Palestine decline by 1.8% during the
year 2019 compared to 2018. Where it reached in 2019 with USD 16.3 thousand per
employed individual. The average value added per employed individual varied between the
West Bank and Gaza Strip in 2019 to represent USD 19.1 thousand per employed individual
in the West Bank, compared to USD 10.2 thousand in Gaza Strip. (See figure below).

And at the level of the economic activities, the average value added per employed
individual for information and communications activities increased by 7.5% reaching to
USD 51.9 thousand in 2019, this activity is considered ranked first in terms of the average
value added per employed individual, followed by average value added per employed
individual in agriculture activities with USD 20.5 thousand in 2019. The average value added
per employed individual varied between the West Bank and Gaza Strip for information and
communications activities, the value in the West Bank was USD 79.2 thousand compared
to USD 4.9 thousand in Gaza Strip, whereas the value of average value added per employed
individual for agriculture activities in Gaza Strip was USD 26.1 thousand compared to
USD 18.8 thousand in the West Bank. (See table 6).

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1.3 Prices and Purchasing Power

The cost of living index (consumer price index - CPI) recorded an increase by 1.58% in
Palestine during 2019, compared to 2018, reaching 101.58 (base year 2018). (See figure
below). The rising resulted mainly from the increase in the food and non-alcoholic beverages
group by 3.33%, it was followed by personal care, social protection and miscellaneous goods
and services group by 5.64%, recreation, sport, culture, gardens and pets group by 12.33%,
alcoholic beverages, tobacco and narcotics group by 1.36%.

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Changes in consumer prices index varied by region in Palestine in 2019 compared to the
previous year; prices increased by 1.81% in the West Bank® and it recorded an increase
in Gaza Strip by 0.40%, consumer prices in the West Bank were mainly triggered by the
increase in the prices of food and non-alcoholic beverages group by 4.04%, followed by
personal care, social protection and miscellaneous goods and services group by 6.07%,
recreation, sport, culture, gardens and pets group by 12.53%, education group by 1.65%, and
alcoholic beverages, tobacco and narcotics by 0.70%. And the increase in the consumer price
index in Gaza Strip was mainly due to price increase in personal care, social protection and
miscellaneous goods and services group by 4.86%, recreation, sport, culture, gardens and pets
group 11.50%, alcoholic beverages, tobacco and narcotics group 4.90%, and clothing and
footwear by1.13%.

The relative weight of main groups of expenditure that make up the consumer price
index varies in Palestine. As Table (7) shows, the food and non-alcoholic beverages group
has a higher relative weight in the consumer basket in Palestine since it constitutes 28.15% of
total consumption. It is followed by transport 14.26%, personal care, social protection and
miscellaneous goods and services 12.90%, housing, water, electricity, gas and other fuels
9.07%, alcoholic beverages, tobacco and narcotics 5.31%, while recreation, sport, culture,
gardens and pets group occupy a lower proportion of the consumer basket which makes
limited effects on the consumer price index.

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2.1 Current Balance (Deficit)
The current balance in Palestinian government in 2019 recorded a deficit of USD 912.4
million compared to USD 720.6 million in 2018, increasing by 26.6%. This is mainly
explained by an increase in current expenditures and net lending value by 5.2% compared to
2018, despite of the increase in total net public revenues value by 0.8% compared to 2018.
(See figure below).

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Current deficit contribution to GDP in 2019 increased to 5.3%, compared to 4.4% in
2018 due to an increase of deficit value in 2019. On the other hand, overall balance (before
grants) was 7.3% of GDP, marking an increase compared to 2018 which was 6.7%. The
overall balance (after grants) was 4.5% of GDP during 2019, compared to 2.5% in 2018. (See

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2.2 Total Net Public Revenues and Grants

Total net public revenues value and grants decreased in 2019 by 3.9%, compared to
2018, reaching to USD 3,946.6 million, due to a decline by 10.2% in Gross domestic
revenues value, and a decrease in total external financing (grants) value by 27.8%. Although
there was an increase in clearance revenues value by 7.4%. Total net public revenues and
grants value constituted 23.1% of GDP at current prices for the year 2019 compared to 25.2%
in 2018 (See table 8).

2.2.1 Gross Domestic Revenues

Gross domestic revenues value constituted 35.0% of the total net public revenues value,
reaching USD 1,211.3 million in 2019 with a decrease by 10.2% compared with 2018, as a
result of noticeable decline in the value of non-tax revenues by 17.7%, reaching USD 356.3
million, where its contribution decreased to 10.3% of the total net public revenues value in
2019, and tax revenues value decreased by 9.1%, reaching USD 763.6 million, its
contribution decreased to 22.1% of the total net public revenues value in 2019, the earmarked
collections increased to USD 91.4 million, increasing its contribution by 2.6% of the total net
public revenues value in 2019.

2.2.2 Clearance Revenues

Clearance revenues value recorded an increase in these values by 7.4% compared with
2018, reaching USD 2,422.3 million, it constituted 70.0% of the total net public revenues
value. Clearance revenues value contributes in covering the current expenditures and net
lending of 55.4% in 2019, in addition to contributing in GDP at current prices by 14.2%,
highlighting the effect of Israeli control of a large proportion of the revenues of the
Palestinian government. (See figure below).

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2.2.3 Total external Financing (Grants)

Regarding grants, the value recorded a sharp decrease by 27.8% in 2019 compared to
2018, reaching USD 487.6 million. This is due to the decline in grants value to finance
budget support by 3.8%, reaching USD 496.2 million, in addition to stopping all the grants
from the United States Agency for International Development (USAID). (See figure follow).

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2.3 Total Public Expenditures

Total public expenditures value increased in 2019 by 4.3%, compared to 2018, reaching
USD 4,710.8 million, as a result of the increase in current expenditures and net lending value
by 5.2%, despite of the decreasing in development expenditures value by 6.7%, during 2019
compared with 2018. (See table 8).

2.3.1 Current Expenditures and Net Lending

As for current expenditures and net lending, the value recorded an increase by 5.2% in
2019, compared with 2018, reaching USD 4,371.4 million, as a result of increasing the
wages and salaries value by 3.2%, which reached USD 1,857.7 million, constituting 42.5% of
the current expenditures and net lending value. On the other hand, non-wages expenditures
value increased by 4.9%, reaching USD 2,104.3 million contributing by 48.1% of current
expenditures and net lending value in 2019, also the value of net lending grew by 17.3%,
reaching USD 318.0 million in 2019, and earmarked payments increased in the value by
18.9%, reaching USD 91.4 million in 2019. (See figure below).

2.3.2 Development Expenditures

Regarding development expenditures values, they recorded a decrease of 6.7% in 2019
compared to 2018, reaching USD 339.4 million. This is due to the suspension of the value
of development expenditures totally financed by grants provided by the United States Agency
for International Development (USAID) for the support of the Palestinian people and most of
them were directed to development expenditures such as buildings, construction and paving
of roads, despite the increase in the value of development expenditures funded by the treasury
by 70.8% compared to 2018, reaching USD 348.0 million. (See figure below).

The public debt is divided into two parts, the domestic and external public debt, Table below
highlights the direction of public debt of Palestine during the period 2015-2019.

The total public debt value of Palestine fluctuated during the period 2015-2019, reaching
USD 2,795.2 million at the end of 2019, which increased by 18.0%, compared to 2018,
where the total domestic public debt amounted to USD 1,577.2 million representing 56.4% of
total public debt value which increased by 17.9% compared to 2018, and the total external
public debt amounted to USD 1,218.0 million representing 43.6% of total public debt value
which increased by 18.1% compared to 2018. (See figure follow).

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The percentage of the total public debt to the GDP (at current prices) in Palestine
fluctuated during the years 2015- 2019, where it dropped from 16.1% in 2016 to 15.8%
in 2017 and reach to 14.6% in 2018, before it rises again in 2019 to reach 16.4%.

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An effective and diversified financial system is essential to economic growth. Economic
growth depends on the production of goods and services, which must grow over time. The
financial sector is considered to be one of the main sectors of the Palestinian economy for its
contribution to the GDP as well as to the employment of manpower. It is also considered an
intermediary that facilitates the provision of capital for investment projects that support
economic development.

The financial sector is one of the sensitive sectors of the political situation, and therefore
political stability helps attract investments from abroad. This supports economic growth and
stimulates domestic production. The financial intermediation activity in Palestine has
increased significantly in recent years.

3.1 Deposits

The value of total deposits in banking sector during 2019 recorded an increase by 9.5%
compared to 2018 and reached USD 13,384.7 million. The value of deposits of resident
individuals was USD 9,495.4 million, which accounted for 70.9% of the total value of
deposits in 2019, with an increase by 9.7% compared to 2018. While deposits of the
Palestinian Central Government reached USD 330.1 million, representing 2.5% of the total
value of deposits. (See figure follow).

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3.2 Credit Facilities

The value of total credit facilities, provided by the banking sector in 2019, stood at USD
9,039.1 million, showing an increase by 7.2% compared to 2018. The credit facilities
provided to the public sector amounted to USD 1,558.1 million, representing 17.2% of the
total value of the credit facilities provided by banking sector in 2019, which indicates an
increase by 18.3% compared to 2018. The value of the facilities provided to finance
consumption loans was USD 1,370.9 million, constituting 15.2% of the total value of credit
facilities, while the value of the facilities offered to finance cars and vehicles was USD 370.0
million, accounting for 4.1% of the total value of the credit facilities. (See figure below).

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3.3 Cheques

The value of the cheques presented for clearing amounted to USD 12,763.0 million in
2019, with a slight increase by 0.3% compared to 2018, while the bounced cheques
amounted to USD 1,277.4 million, with an increase by 13.5% compared to 2018.

The interest rate on loans to the USD price recorded an increase during the year 2019,
reaching 5.93% after it was 5.87% during 2018, and the interest rate on USD deposits
increased up to 2.85% after it was 2.27% during 2018.

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4.1 Balance of Payments®
The decline of the current account deficit value in Palestine during the year 2019 led to a
decrease in its percentage to GDP reaching 10.7%, compared with 13.1% in 2018.

The value of current account deficit in Palestine during 2019 decreased by14.3%
compared to 2018, reaching USD 1,833.5 million. This decline in value of current account
deficit was due to an increase of the surplus value of current transfers by 34.0%, despite of an
increase of trade balance deficit value by 1.2% compared to 2018. (See table 11).

The value of trade balance deficit increased by 1.2% in 2019 compared to 2018, reaching
USD 6,500.7 million. This increase in the value of trade balance deficit resulted from the
increase in the value of total imports of goods and services by 1.4% in 2019, which reached
USD 9,153.1 million, despite of increasing in the value of exports by 2.1%, representing USD
2,652.4 million. Furthermore, the ratio of trade balance deficit to imports recorded a slightly
decrease to reach 71.0% in 2019, compared to 71.2% in 2018. As shown in the figure below,
the deficit in the trade balance value worsened significantly during the period 2015-2019

as a result of the steady increase of imports compared to exports. (See figure below).

The value of surplus income accounts decreased by 4.6% in 2019 compared to 2018,
reaching USD 2,658.0 million. The value of surplus compensation of employees decreased
by 2.6% in 2019, compared to the decreasing value of surplus investment income by 49.3%
compared to 2018. The value of compensation of employees received from abroad
represented 91.4% of the total value of received income account, while the value of
investment income accounted for the rest. As it is clear from the following figure, the value
of compensation of employees received from abroad had been increasing since 2015 reaching
the highest value in 2018, amounting to USD 2,666.2 million, before it declined to USD
2,597.6 million in 2019.

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The value of surplus current transfers increased by 34.0% during the year 2019 and
reached USD 2,009.2 million. This is due to the increase of the value of current transfers
received from abroad that reached USD 2,337.7 million, and decline the value of current
transfers paid to abroad that reached USD 328.5 million. This highlights the heavy
dependency of the Palestinian economy on current transfers received from abroad to support
the general budget and the external transfers to the private sector.

On the other hand, the value of capital transfers received from abroad decreased by
21.1% reaching USD 354.5 million during the year 2019 compared to USD 449.2 million
in 2018. (See figure below).

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4.2 International Investment Position (11P)

The increase of the value of currency and deposits in Palestine by 17.6% at the end of
2019, reaching USD 4,568 million, was the main reason for the increase in the value of total
stocks of the Palestinian assets in abroad. As a result, the net international investment position
value increased.

The stock value of the foreign direct investment in Palestine is more than the stock value
of the direct investment aboard for Palestinians, at the end 2019; the stock value of the
foreign direct investment in Palestine reached USD 2,777 million, whereas stock value of the
direct investment abroad for Palestinians reached USD 318 million.

The net international investment position (I1P) value for Palestine increased by 32.1% at
the end of 2019, reaching USD 2,098 million, compared to USD 1,588 million at the end
of 2018, due to the increase of the value of total stocks of the Palestinian assets abroad despite
the rise of the value of total stocks of foreign liabilities in Palestine at the end of 2019. (See
table 12).

4.2.1 Total External Assets

The value of total stocks of the Palestinian assets abroad increased by 15.1% at the end
of 2019, compared to the end of 2018, amounting to USD 7,549 million. Other
investments abroad value represented 68.5% (currency and deposits value represented 88.4%
of them) of the assets, while portfolio investments abroad value represented 18.6%, reserve
assets value formed 8.7%, and foreign direct investment abroad value reached 4.2%. (See
figure follow).

4.2.2 Total Foreign Liabilities

The value of total stocks of foreign liabilities in Palestine increased by 9.7% at the end of
2019, compared with 2018, amounting to USD 5,451 million. Foreign direct investment
value in Palestine constituted 50.9% of those liabilities, foreign other investments value in
Palestine reached 36.0%, and foreign portfolio investments value in Palestine formed 13.1%.
(See figure below).

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4.3 External Debt

The value of the external debt position of the general government sector is the largest
among the economic sectors, where the value of the external debt position of the general
government constituted 62.0% of the gross external debt position representing USD 1,218
million. (See figure below).

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The gross external debt position value of Palestine increased by 31.9% at the end of
2019, reaching USD 1,966 million, this increase was due to the sharp increase in the value of
the external debt position of the banks sector by 69.3% compared to the end of 2018, reaching
USD 706 million at the end of 2019 compared to USD 417 million at the end of 2018. (See
table 13).
